The RV Care-A-Vanners are men
and women from all walks of life.
They are single, married, retired,
mid-career, or just out of school.
They range widely in age, occupatio
and skill level. RV Care-A-Vanners
are culturally diverse. What they
share is a commitment to eliminating
substandard housing and a
willingness to learn from and partner
with local affiliates and homeowner
families. Additionally, each owns a
recreational vehicle -- a motor home
trailer, a van or a tent -- in which he
or she is able to live temporarily.
This is the program's sole
prerequisite.

A caravan usually lasts two weeks
and includes six to 10 RV units.
Participants in RV Care-A-Vanner
programs cover their own expenses.
They bring tools, energy, and a spirit
of enthusiasm and flexibility. A
caravan is a time for growth,
fellowship, and service. The Care-A-
Vanners will be in Avery County
from May 22 through June 4. If you
have the opportunity to meet these
kind and caring folks, please give
them a warm Avery County
welcome.

“Apostles Build” is quickly
becoming a catch phrase here at
Avery County Habitat for Humanity.
It was a success last year when
Keith and Tabitha Nelson’s home
was built and it's been an
indispensable part of the Guinn
family’s home. It's at work right
now, putting together a sponsorship
for the Paz family, but what is it?

The Apostles Build is a partnership
initiative that Tom and Bonnie

Chamberlin created in rural Moncks
Corner, SC. (population 10,000) It's

a great way for churches to
become involved in the mission of
Habitat for Humanity, and they
have encouraged other affiliates to
give it a try.

In rural areas, not many churches
feel they can sponsor the whole
cost of a Habitat house. But the
Apostles Build allows any church to
“adopt” one twelfth of the project.
Larger churches may choose a
double portion. Even the build
schedule is broken down into
twelve weeks, easily enabling a
church to “adopt” the week that
best fits their schedule. Sharing the
cost of sponsorship benefits

everyone and the opportunity to
fellowship with other congregations
is priceless.

Avery County Habitat for Humanity
facilitated an Apostles Build
partnership last fall with local
Methodist churches to sponsor the
Nelson home. It was successful
again this year in partnering local
Presbyterian churches and Lees-
McRae College to sponsor the
Guinn home. Habitat is hoping to
put together a Baptist church
sponsorship for the Paz home. If
